MUABBAD RELATIONSHIP

Muabbad:
PROHIBITED to marry permanently

Punishment:

A penalty shall be a fine not exceeding
RM5000 or imprisonment for a term

not exceeding 3 years, or both.

NON-MUABBAD RELATIONSHIP

Ghairu Muabbad:
PROHIBITED to marry temporarily

Punishment:

The penalty shall be a fine not exceeding
RM3000 or imprisonment for a term

not exceeding 2 years, or both.

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DEFINITION

“Sumbang mahram” or Incest is an act of adultery
committed by someone who has a blood relationship
or nasab with the victim.

Sumbang: Failing to adhere to customs,
transgressing tradition, or displaying impropriety.

Mahram: Men and women who are prohibited from
marrying, such as siblings and others.

‘Sumbang’ refers to actions considered to be contrary
to the prevailing Islamic law that prohibits marriage
between certain men and women.

‘Mahram’ refers to those who have relationships that
prohibit a specific marriage with someone, whether it
be due to blood, marital, or. foster relationships.
